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Course Description:

This course will explore the boundaries of Science Fiction as a complex
genre with significant social and cultural ramifications. We will also pay
particular attention to the unique features of this often marginalized genre.
What constitutes a work of Science Fiction, and how and where does
Science Fiction resist such impositions? Particular attention will be paid to
issues of science-anxiety, escapism, the body, the cyberpunk aesthetic,
posthumanism, and SF postmodernism. The primary concern of the course
is to facilitate close reading and analysis in class discussion and written
assignments. Students are required to read critically and carefully and
complete all tasks set before them.
