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Course Description and Learning Outcomes

Course Description

This interdisciplinary course examines the origins of modern legal systems and legal thinking, to
consider the impact of law on society, and society on law. This course will introduce students to the
study of law and legal studies by looking at modern law’s structures, sources, and scope from a
critical, cross-cultural, and mixed-media perspective. We will do this by exploring the historical,
political, economic, and cultural context under which law arises and functions within modern Western

society, and its effect on people, institutions, diversity and life.

Learning Outcomes

Upon completion of the course, students will be able to:

1. Demonstrate familiarity with key terms, debates, and theoretical approaches in the field of legal
studies.

2. ldentify and analyse popular and scholarly conceptions of law, and the roles law plays in
society.
3. Identify the different forms law takes in daily life and the ways different people experience the

law.

4. Critically discuss major themes and debates in legal studies. This may include the relationship
between law and justice; law and economics; law and culture, race and gender; law and
environment; how law is used as a tool of the powerful and by those that are marginalized; and
the way the study and analysis of law has evolved alongside social, cultural, political, and

economic change.

Patrick has taught socio-legal studies at St Jerome's since 2016. He is a passionate instructor, and
seeks to use his teaching to inform his students of their democratic rights and privileges. Teaching
socio-legal studies, for Patrick, involves informing students on how to operate through the federal legal
system, but also how to seek and demand change from elected officials and the public bureaucracy.
Patrick is an active researcher, and is the principal investigator on several SSHRC funded projects
studying policing and police oversight. Most recently, Patrick was awarded an Open Research Area
grant, and he leads a partnership with researchers based in Canada, the United Kingdom, France and

Germany, studying how video images are used to train and adjudicate police conduct.
